These votes helped elect a U.S. Senator and 
seven U.S. Representatives. At the state level, voters elected a governor, lieutenant governor, secretary of state, state treasurer, attorney general, three 
state board of education members, three CU regents, 19 state senators, 65 state representatives, a district attorney and other county and local elected 
leaders. Voters also retained numerous judges and weighed in on nine questions regarding changes to state law.
